When he stopped her accusers from stoning the woman
caught in adultery, and when, on the night before he died, he told Peter to
put away his sword, Jesus marked out the path of nonviolence. He
walked that path to the very end, to the cross, whereby he became our
peace and put an end to hostility... To be true followers of Jesus today
also includes embracing his teaching about nonviolence.
