FOOD, PEACE, AND OPENNESS

The early Christians are presented in today’s readings as an intensely
communal people whose life was marked by attention to the teaching of
the apostles, living in solidarity, and sharing prayer. This meant first that
they attended to their own growth in faith by reflecting together on their
Scriptures, their experience of the historical Jesus, and the signs and
wonders happening in their midst. They unexpectedly found themselves
in the position of having to rethink their faith traditions thoroughly in the
light of what God had done through Jesus. It was, of course, a task that
would continue for millennia, but their reflections became the organizing
material for the narratives and teachings of what we call Christian
Scriptures — and all the theology that flows from it. Our earliest sisters
and brothers in the faith played a crucial role in our communal history.

John’s Gospel neglects to tell us why the doors were still locked even on
Jesus’ return visit to the apostles, However, Pope Francis shed some light
on this in Evangelii Gaudium (49). Addressing the danger of closing off
our minds and/or our communities, Francis said: “My hope is that we will
be moved, not so much by fear of going astray, by rather more by the fear
of remaining shut up within structures that give us a false sense of
security, within rules that make us harsh judges, within habits that make
us feel safe — while at our door people are starving; and Jesus does not
tire of saying to us: ‘Give them something to eat’ (MK 6:37)”.

People in our world are starving for food and for peace, needs that go
together. Jesus appeared in the midst of his disciples to give them peace, a
peace that would impel them to mission, a peace that would underpin a
community of solidarity and mission. As Pope Francis pointed out, rigid
structures, rules, habits and retribution can make us feel safe, but they do
not bring Christ’s peace. We know Christ’s peace only when we get
caught up in the dynamic of his ever-expanding forgiving love. That’s the
journey we are called to deepen in the 50 days of Easter.
