EPIPHANY ONE WAY OR ANOTHER 

For you it might be a magic light 

appearing in the beckoning western sky 

you follow it despite the peril and ridiculous cosmology 

find what you were looking for in a backwater town 

and rejoice in your bones that for a moment 

you were breathless with holy hope
