As you all know the
planned First Communion & Reconciliation and Confirmation celebrations were stymied when the new
Provincial regulations were promulgated. The Plan A is that First Communions will take place on the
Saturday 5:00 p.m. June 19" and Sunday 11:00 a.m. June 20™ Masses. Confirmation we hope will take place
on June 21 + 22" (Monday and Tuesday) at 6:30 p.m., and First Reconciliation on Wednesday, June 23™ at
7:00 p.m. If that is not possible, revised plan B, is the precise week later (June 26™ -27" | June 28" -29"™ | and
June 30™). Pray that the restrictions will be lifted in time for one of these schedules to work. Our children
have been waiting a long time to celebrate them!
